Begin by securing the 2 toilet paper rolls together with tape and
ensuring the holes are on the outside.

Next, knot each end of the yarn through the holes to create a strap.

Finally, wrap construction paper around the tubes and
decorate your binoculars! You can use crayons, markers, b
stickers, and more to make them unique! ’

or go on a nature walk to observe these birds in their
natural environment! Use the booklet to identify birds
that are found on Martha's Vineyard.
